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Blinkit shifts to variable

commission for sellers

New Delhi, March 6

QUICK COMMERCE PLAT-
FORM Blinkit is moving from
a fixed commission model to
a variable one for its sellers
under the marketplace
model,according to peoplein
the know.

This change will require
sellers in certain categories,
such ashome cleaning,to pay
higher commissions on
higher-priced products.

Earlier, the company used
to charge a fixed commission
in the range of 3% to 15%
based on the category but
irrespective of the selling
price of the products. For
instance, home-cleaning was
charged a commission of
119%,irrespective of the prod-
uct price.

Now, it will be charged
based on the selling price and
not the category.

One of the mails sent by
the company to its sellers
shows that a commission of
2% will be charged on prod-
ucts priced below I500.

This will increase to 6%,
13%,16% and 18%asthesell-
ing price moves toX700,3900,
31,200 and above ¥1,200.

The new rates will come
into effect from next week,
but the dates depend on the
product category.

Blinkit did not respond to
FE's queries till press time.

Blinkit is the only quick
commerce major to use the
marketplace model. Its rivals
use the purchase order
model, where the buyer pro-
cures the product from the
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The variable commission
model is typically used by e-
commerce companies.

In addition to the plat-
form commission, a seller on
Blinkit also needs to pay an
inwarding fee of X5 for every
unit of the product, a storage
fee which starts from 1 per
day and increases based on
the number of days, a fulfill-
ment fee of I50 per unit, a
return fee of ¥50 (if the prod-
uctisreturned)and aninven-
tory removal fee of <5
per unit.

According to a seller on
Blinkit, the total takeaway
comes in the range of 30-
40%, depending on the cate-
gory. Along with GST, this
becomes 50% in some cases.

"The platform commis-
sion is almost at par with e-
commerce.But other fees like

storage take it higher than
that," she said.

Another seller said, "With
this, the platform will become
like e-commerce where sell-
ers with lesser volume find it
hard to sustain and the churn
ishigh."

The development comes
at a time when Blinkit has
reported a fallin the take rate
to 17.9% in the October-
December quarter.Atakerate
is the percentage of revenue
earned from a gross sale.

According to analysts, the
company's take rate has
fallen around 1% as com-
pared to the previous quarter.

"As the competition rises,
it becomes difficult for
Blinkit to charge higher deliv-
ery fees. So, the company
seems to be taking this e-
comm route,"a senior partner
at a consultancy said, asking
not to be named.

Green investments may be
hindered by unsold projects

A GROWING NUMBER of
planned renewable projectsin
the country are failing to
secure prospective power buy-
ers, threatening green energy
goals,according to the Insti-
tute for Energy Economicsand
Financial Analysis.

“Delays in project imple-
mentation pose a significant
challenge to India’s renew-
able energy target for 2030,”
IEEFA wrote in a report pub-
lished on Thursday.

This could affect the avail-
ability of “low-cost financing
from overseas large-scale
investors.”

About 35 gigawatts of
renewables projects are wait-
ing to sign long-term offtake
agreements with state distri-
bution utilities, the country’s
biggest electricity buyers,
according to the auctioning

firm Solar Energy Corp.

That number has grown
over the past few months,
owing to bureaucratic delays
fromregional utilities as well
as their expectation that
clean power prices would
continuously fall, IEEFA said.

A commitment to deploy
atleast 50 gigawatts of capac-
ityeveryyearhas put pressure
on auctioning agencies to
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design tenders without tying
up long-term electricity buy-
ers,according to the report.
In turn, the glut is begin-
ning to affect developers’
interest. In 2024, 8.5
gigawatts of capacityinlarge
renewable energy tenders
failed to attract bidders, five
times more thanin 2023.
Amid a mounting backlog
of unsold projects, states are
beginning to plan their own
tenders, with the co-benefit of
savingon theintermediaryfees
charged by the auctioneers.
That may deprive the projects
of the essential guarantees for
timely payment available
through national tenders.
Regional power distribu-
tion utilities,whohad together
accumulated losses of $80 bil-
lion as of March 2024, have a
history of delayed payments
and reneging on power pur-
chase contracts.
